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The Yorkshire Sky
Two years ago I wrote an article titled “The Pollution of Space” and 
this month I find that I have to return to what is developing into an 
important topic in the world of satellite space today.  

The figures that I use in this article are not plucked from out of the ether 
but are those published by The United Nations Office for, Outer Space 
Affairs (UNOOSA), who state “there were 11,330 individual satellites 
orbiting the Earth at the end of June 2023; this represents a 37.94% 
increase since January 2022 when we did the last of these updates”.

The majority of these satellites are placed in Low Earth Orbit (LEO) and 
if the above numbers are startling then sit down before reading the next 
sentence.  There are proposals for an estimated further 2,500 satellites 
a year to be launched over the next decade and this could well be an 
underestimate. 

You may think that we the human 
race will benefit from these LEO’s 
and indeed we already do, an exam-
ple being of using the internet via 
utilising one of UNOOSA’s directives 
i.e. “Bringing the benefits of space 
to humanity”

However; we must seriously look at the control and long term implica-
tions as the life of each LEO terminates and, in some cases, drifting 
aimlessly in space before breaking up along with the other 128 million 
man-made pieces of debris presently orbiting the Earth.
